1) The sanction will be on the basis on permanent Un-Aided Condition.

) The admission for the Degree/Post degree shall be completed as per the rules and

Respective Institution should prescribe fees as per Fees Regulating Authority; respective
institute should not take excess fee as regulated by Fees Regulating Authority. In case of
non-adherence, will be liable to action as per the Maharashtra Education Institution
(Prohibition of Capitation fee) Act, 1987.

Institution should appoint and pay salary allowances to fulltime regular teaching faculty
and other technical staff as per Government rules and regulation. Institution will be liable
to strict action in case of complaint by teachers, staff and student regarding
salary/allowance.
